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Expanding And Connecting Santa Ana’s Park System

The City of Santa Ana’s Parks, Recreation and Com-
munity Services Agency continues to seek creative ways 
to expand resident access to parks. Santa Ana’s Municipal 
Code lists a goal of providing 2 acres of park space per 
1,000 residents. Rapid population growth and economic 
challenges have contributed to the park space deficit level 
of 0.93 acres per 1,000 residents. Acquiring property for 
parks is very difficult in a built-out community such as ours. 
As Santa Ana has very little undeveloped land remaining, 
the City has been working with Santa Ana Unified School 
District to develop Joint Use Agreements as a strategy to 
open new park space. Joint Use Agreements are contracts 
between the City and the District to share land space. 

The City recently won a $4.4 million Statewide Park Devel-
opment Grant to construct and install a synthetic turf ath-
letic field, running track, basketball court and sports lighting 
at Willard Intermediate School, which will be available for 
community use after school and on weekends. The project 
also includes installation of play equipment and restrooms 
on the site that will be open for public use during school 
hours as well as after-school and weekends. 

The City has also obtained a $2.5 million Community 
Development Block grant to construct a 10,000 square 
foot community center at Garfield Elementary School. 
The 1st floor of the Community Center will be available 
to the community as a multi-purpose room after-school 
and weekends. The 2nd floor will be made available to the 
public during school hours as well as non-school hours for 
leisure classes and computer class programs. 

Other methods the city is using to expand access to park 
space is by landscaping city-owned property along the San-
ta Ana River and leasing additional land along the river from 
the County of Orange. Four parks (McFadden Triangle, 
Fairview Triangle, 17th Street Triangle and Edna Park) 
will be developed as bike rest stops and wildlife view-
ing areas. The McFadden Triangle and Fairview Tri-
angle will begin construction this winter and will 
be completed in spring 2012. The 17th Street 
Triangle and Edna Park sites will be completed 
in summer 2012. 

After several years of planning and hard 
work, the City has successfully obtained 
a $2 million grant to connect the 
Flower Street Bike Trail to the City 
of Costa Mesa’s Bike Trail System.  
The project is being constructed 

in two phases. Phase 1 is complete and construction of 
Phase 2 will begin in fall 2012. This linkage will provide ac-
cess from Santa Ana’s Bike Trail System to the City of Costa 
Mesa, the Santa Ana River, and various city parks along the 
Golden Loop Bike Trail System. Eventually when the loop is 
completed, residents will be able to bike in a complete circle 
around Santa Ana. 

The City has hired a consultant to update the City’s Circula-
tion Element. As part of this contract, a Bicycle and Pedestri-
an Master Plan will be developed. Several community meet-
ings to gather public input on the Bicycle and Pedestrian 
Master Plan will be conducted over the next several months 
and your attendance and participation will be greatly appre-
ciated.  Please see the back cover for more information on 
these community meetings.  The updated plan will be helpful 
in the City’s efforts to obtain grant funding for cycling and 
pedestrian improvements and we know you will want to be 
a part of this great plan for making Santa Ana a better to live, 
walk, and bike.
