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Executive Summary 
 
 
The following is an Executive Summary of the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 
(Phase I ESA) that was conducted by Converse Consultants (Converse).  Please refer 
to the appropriate sections of the report for a complete discussion of these issues.  In 
the event of a conflict between this Executive Summary and the report, or an omission 
in the Executive Summary, the report shall prevail. 
 
This report presents the results of the Converse Phase I ESA performed at 601, 605-
607, 609, 611 North Lacy Street and 801 Brown Street  in the City of Santa Ana, 
Orange County, California, referred to as the Property in this report.  Converse was 
retained by the City of Santa Ana to conduct this Phase I ESA.  Our study has been 
conducted in order to identify, to the extent practical within the scope of an ESA, 
Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) in connection with the Property. 
 
Converse has compiled and reviewed information that was obtained from interviews, 
document research, and on-site and area reconnaissance to identify potential 
environmental conditions at the Property, in conformance with the ASTM Standard E:  
1527-05 Environmental Site Assessment Standard Practice (ASTM Standard:  E1527-
05).  This Phase I ESA was conducted during the period of March 16, 2010 to April 6, 
2010. 
 
The Property is a square shaped parcel containing approximately 27,000 square feet.  
The Property is vacant land, and the Property is surrounded in chain-link fencing.  The 
Property fronts onto Brown Street to the south, and North Lacy Street to the west. 
 
The Property was utilized for residential properties as early as 1906.  Demolition of the 
onsite residential properties appeared to begin by 2006 and continued through 2007. 
 
This assessment has revealed no evidence of RECs in connection with the Property. 
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1.0 Introduction 
 
 

1.1 Purpose and Scope of Services 
 

This report presents the results of the Converse Consultants (Converse) Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) performed at 601, 605-607, 609, 611 
North Lacy Street and 801 Brown Street  in the City of Santa Ana, Orange 
County, California, referred to as the Property in this report. Converse was 
retained by the City of Santa Ana to conduct this Phase I ESA.  Our study has 
been conducted in order to identify, to the extent practical, Recognized 
Environmental Conditions (RECs) in connection with the Property.  The term 
Recognized Environmental Conditions is defined in Section 1.1.1 of the American 
Society of Testing and Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice as the presence or 
likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products on a 
property under Conditions that indicate an existing release, past release, or 
material threat of a release… into structures on the property or into the ground, 
ground water or surface water of the property. 
 
On January 11, 2002, Public Law 107-118 was signed.  The Small Business 
Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act (SBLRBRA) directed the United 
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to promulgate a rule defining due 
diligence for compliance with the Comprehensive Environmental Response, 
Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  This rule, which is generally referred 
to as All Appropriate Inquiry (AAI) was adopted on November 1, 2005.  The AAI 
rule states that ASTM E1527-05 complies with the EPA requirements for AAI.  In 
some cases the ASTM 1527-05 is more stringent than AAI. 
 
This Phase I ESA was completed in accordance with our revised proposal dated 
March 19, 2010.  Our work consisted of the following and was completed in 
general conformance with the scope and limitations of the ASTM Practice E1527-
05 and complies with standards and practices set forth in 40 Code of Federal 
Regulations (CFR) Part 312 for AAI.

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2.0 Property Description 
 
 

2.1 Current Use(s) of the Property 
 

The Property is currently vacant land, owned by the City of Santa Ana.   
 
A Property location map and a field generated Property plan are provided in 
Appendix B.  Pertinent Property photographs are provided in Appendix C. 

 
 

2.2 Location and Legal Description 
 
The Property is bound by a multi-family residential property to the north, Brown 
Street to the south, an alleyway to the east, and North Lacy Street to the west, in 
the City of Santa Ana.   
 
The following table is an outline of the current and historic Property addresses, 
Orange County Assessor’s Parcel Numbers (APNs), and legal descriptions by 
parcel.

2.3 Zoning Information 
 

According to the City of Santa Ana online Property Search website, the zoning 
for the Property is Multi-Family Residential. 
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2.4 Property Characteristics 
 

The Property is a square shaped parcel containing approximately 27,000 square 
feet.  The Property is vacant land, and is surrounded in chain-link fencing.   
 
The Property fronts onto Brown Street to the south, and North Lacy Street to the 
west.  Properties in the general area are used for commercial and residential 
purposes.  Adjacent to the south is the James A. Garfield Elementary School 
(850 Brown Street). 
 
 
2.5 Description of Property Structure(s) 
 
Other than the chain-link fencing on the Property boundaries, there are no other 
structures on the Property. 
 
The following services were present in the Property vicinity at the time of the 
assessment.

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3.0 User/Owner Provided Information & Responsibilities 
 
 

3.1 Requested Documents and Information 
 

The ASTM E1527 specifies that the Property owner, key site manager and the 
User provide any helpful documents that may be available.  In order to facilitate, 
and document, the collection of this information, Converse prepared a form titled 
Owner Interview and Helpful Information.  Converse requested that the User and 
Property owner, the City of Santa Ana complete the form.  
 
The following documents and information were requested from the City of Santa 
Ana; however, no information was provided. 

 
• Environmental site assessment or environmental compliance audit reports 
• Environmental permits or hazardous waste generator notices/reports 
• Registrations for aboveground and underground storage tanks 
• Septic systems, oil wells, or water wells

or current violations of environmental laws with respect to the Property or 
relating to environmental liens encumbering the Property. 

• Hazardous waste generator notices or reports 
• Geotechnical studies 
• Risk assessments 
• Recorded Activity Use Limitations (AULs) 
• Proceedings regarding hazardous substances and petroleum products including 

any pending, threatened or past: litigation; administrative proceedings; or notices 
from any governmental entity regarding possible violations of environmental 
laws or other possible liability related to hazardous substances or petroleum 
products. 

  
 

3.2 User Provided Information 
 

Section 6 of ASTM E1527-05 outlines specific User’s responsibilities.  This 
information will help identify the possibility of RECs in connection with the 
Property.  The ASTM Standard provides a questionnaire to help the User to 
comply with the statutory requirements to perform tasks which would help identify 
RECs.

4.0 Records Review 
 

 
4.1 Physical Setting 

 
4.1.1 Geology 
 
The Property is located approximately 130 feet above mean sea level with 
surface topography sloping towards the southwest (United States 
Geological Survey [USGS] Topographic Maps, Orange and Tustin, 
California, 1981 photo revised from 1964 and 1965, respectively).  The 
Property is underlain by unconsolidated and semi-consolidated alluvium, 
lake, playa, and terrace deposits (Division of Mines and Geology, Geologic 
Map of California, 1991). 

 
4.1.2 Groundwater 

 
According to the Orange County Water District (OCWD), June 2008 
Groundwater Elevation Contours for the Principal Aquifers, Central 
OCWD, depth to groundwater in the Property vicinity is approximately 70 
feet below ground surface.  The direction of regional groundwater flow 
was depicted to the southwest. 
 
4.1.3 Potable Water Supplier 
 
Potable water is supplied by the City of Santa Ana Public Works, Water 
Resources.  The City obtains their water from groundwater that is pumped 
to the surface by 20 City-owned wells and purchased from the 
Metropolitan Water District of Southern California (MWD). 

 
 
4.2 Historical Review 

 
4.2.1 Aerial Photograph and Map Review 
 
Available historical aerial photographs, Sanborn maps and USGS 
topographic maps, as described in Table 2, were obtained from 
Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) and reviewed.  A copy of the 
Sanborn maps is provided in Appendix D.

Adjacent to the 
south was Brown Street, followed by North Lacy Street 
and no mapped use.  Adjacent to the east was an 
alleyway, followed by two (2) dwellings and no 
mapped use.  Adjacent to the west as F Street 
(currently North Lacy Street), followed by no mapped 
use.   
 
The greater surrounding area was depicted in an area 
of minimal population.

The Property appeared to be fully developed with 
dwellings (main structures and out buildings, including 
automobile garages), with the exception of an eastern 
parcel. These structures included four (4) single-family 
dwellings and a 2-unit apartment. 
 
Adjacent to the north was a dwelling.  Adjacent to the 
south was Brown Street and the Trinity Lutheran 
Church, followed by dwellings.  Adjacent to the east 
were four (4) dwellings.  Adjacent to the west was 
North Lacy Street, followed by four (4) dwellings.   
 
The greater surrounding area appeared to be densely 
populated and primarily residential dwellings with 
commercial properties interspersed.  A railroad track 
was depicted further east of the Property.

No significant changes were noted to the Property 
since the 1949 map and 1952 photograph.

No significant changes were noted to the Property, 
adjacent properties, or greater surrounding area since 
the 1977 photograph, with the exception that the 
adjacent property to the south (historically a church) 
and several dwellings had been demolished and was 
vacant land.

No significant changes were noted to the Property, 
adjacent properties, or greater surrounding area since 
the 1989 photograph reviewed, with the exception that 
the south adjacent property appeared to have been 
redeveloped into a school. 

 
4.2.2 Building Permit Review 
 
Available records from the City of Santa Ana Building and Safety 
Department were reviewed.  The Department provided access to permit 
record files, demolition files, and an electronic database.  Table 1 outlines 
the Property addresses that were researched.  A summary of the 
information reviewed is provided.   
 
601 North Lacy Street:   
A building permit was issued in May 1920 to Emma Wood for the 
construction of a bathroom.  Permits were issued between 1923 to 1994 to 
various owners for general repairs and maintenance onsite (including 
alterations to a residence, garage, and re-roofing). 
 
In September 2007, a demolition and associated sewer cap permit was 
issued to the City of Santa Ana.  The structure was depicted as 1,354 
square feet and included a detached shed (225 square feet), adjacent to 
the east of Lacy Street.  The location of the sewer was not depicted on the 
map.   
 
605 North Lacy Street:   
A building permit was issued in April 1919 to Jessie Hays for the alteration 
of a kitchen.  Permits were issued between 1922 to 1989 to various 
owners for general repairs and maintenance onsite (including alterations 
to a residence and re-roofing). 
 
In April and June 2006, a demolition and associated sewer cap permit was 
issued to the City of Santa Ana.  The structure was depicted as 1,100 
square feet and included a detached shed (225 square feet), adjacent to 
the east of Lacy Street.  The location of the sewer was not depicted on the 
map.   
 
607 (607A and 607B) North Lacy Street:   
A records summary sheet in the building record file indicated that the 
Property was a duplex and carport.  Permits were issued between 1972 to 
1986 to various owners for general repairs and maintenance onsite 
(including repairing walls, electrical, and utility hook-up). 
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In April and June 2006, a demolition and associated sewer cap permit was 
issued to the City of Santa Ana.  The structure was depicted as 2,596 
square feet, adjacent to the east of the 605 North Lacy Street structure.  
The location of the sewer was not depicted on the map. 
 
607 (607A and 607B) North Lacy Street:   
A records summary sheet in the building record file indicated that the 
Property was a single-family residence that had been relocated to the 
Property in 1973.  Permits were issued between 1974 and 1975 to various 
owners for utility hook-ups.  The summary sheet referred to a “front” house 
and a “rear” house. 
   
In April and June 2006, a demolition and associated sewer cap permit was 
issued to the City of Santa Ana.  The structures were depicted as a 865 
square foot dwelling (609A North Lacy Street) and a 625 square foot 
apartment with attached garage storage.  The location of the sewer was 
not depicted on the map. 
 
611 North Lacy Street:   
A building permit was issued in July 1937 to F.G. Fricker for re-roofing.  A 
building permit was issued in December 1979 to Ricker for adding 
aluminum siding on a residence.   
   
In October 2006 and September 2007, a demolition and associated sewer 
cap permit was issued to the City of Santa Ana (Community 
Redevelopment).  The structure was depicted as 965 square feet at the 
northeast corner of Brown and Lacy Streets.  The location of the sewer 
was not depicted on the map. 
 
607 (607A and 607B) North Lacy Street:   
Permits were issued between 1959 and 1970 to various owners for adding 
asbestos siding to a residence, as well as adding a heating unit.   
   
In September 2007, a demolition and associated sewer cap permit was 
issued to the City of Santa Ana.  The structure was depicted as 608 
square feet in the center of the Property.  The location of the sewer was 
not depicted on the map. 
 
4.2.3 City Directories 
 
A city directory search was completed on the Property by EDR.  The 
complete city directory is provided in Appendix E, EDR-City Directory 
Abstract.  Table 1 outlines the Property addresses that were requested to 
be researched. 
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The Property was identified under the following listings in the directories 
published between the years indicated:

The adjacent properties along the Property streets (i.e., North Lacy Street 
and Brown) were identified as residential or a church (on Brown Street) in 
the city directories from 1920 to 2002.   
 
No industrial uses appeared to be identified on the Property or adjacent 
properties. 
 
4.2.4 Data Failure 
 
Historical information regarding the Property was dated as early as 1898; 
therefore, there is no historical data failure for this assessment. 
 
4.2.5 Summary of Historical Property Use 
 
The Property was utilized for residential properties as early as 1906.  
Demolition of the onsite residential properties appeared to begin by 2006 
and continued through 2007.   
 
4.2.6 Summary of Past Uses of Adjoining Properties  

 
The adjacent properties largely appeared to be residential as early as 
1906, and a church to the south as early as 1938.  By 1994, the church 
had been redeveloped into a school. 
 
4.2.7 Summary of Past Uses of the Surrounding Area 
 
The greater surrounding area appeared to be densely populated by 1938. 
 
 

4.3 Results of Environmental Records Sources Review 
 
An EDR report of Standard Environmental Record Sources (Records) was 
prepared specifically for the Property.  The search included queries to the 
following databases for cases within specified ASTM search distances.  The 
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search radii were expanded by 1/8-mile in order to cover the entire Property.  A 
copy of the EDR-Radius Map Report is provided in Appendix F. 
 

4.3.1 Property Listings 
 
The Property was not identified in databases in the EDR report. 
 
4.3.2 Adjoining Properties 

 
The following adjoining property was identified in the EDR report:   

 
• City of Santa Ana/Public Works at 620 North Lacy Street (historically 

adjacent to the northwest of the Property; currently vacant land).  This 
site was identified on the following database: 

 
Facility and Manifest Data (HAZNET)  
Database of sites which submit a hazardous waste manifest to DTSC. 

 
According to the EDR report, the Property had disposed of asbestos-containing 
waste. 

 
The potential for environmental impact to the Property from this adjacent 
location of concern appears to be low due to the type of regulatory listing.  

 
4.3.3 Other Off-site Locations of Concern 

 
Other off-site locations of concern identified by EDR within a maximum 1 
and 1/8-mile radius from the Property included CERCLIS sites, a 
corrective action (CORRACTS) site, RCRA small quantity generators, 
DTSC Envirostor and school (SCH) sites, leaking underground storage 
tank (LUST) sites, historic and active UST sites, aboveground storage 
tank (AST) sites, landfill/recycling sites, historic CORTESE sites, and 
Emissions (EMI) sites. 
 
The potential for environmental impact to the Property from these off-site 
locations of concern appear to be low due to one or more of the following: 
type of regulatory listing; type of resource (soil) affected; location with 
respect to the direction of regional groundwater; distance from the 
Property; status of the case; remedial efforts being directed by a 
regulatory agency; and/or potential responsible parties have been 
identified.  
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4.3.4 Orphan Listings 
 
The EDR database report identified 20 orphan listings.  The locations of 
these sites were found to be in the general vicinity of the Property; 
however, due to distance, location with respect to the direction of regional 
groundwater, and/or type of listing were determined to have a low 
environmental impact to the Property.   
 
4.4 Additional Environmental Record Sources 
 
4.4.1 California Environmental Protection Agency (Cal/EPA), Department 

of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) 
 
No information regarding the Property was on file with DTSC.  
 
4.4.2 Cal/EPA, Santa Ana Regional Water Quality Control Board 

(RWQCB) 
 
No information regarding the Property was on file with RWQCB.   

 
4.4.3 California Department of Conservation, Division of Oil, Gas and 

Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) 
 

Wildcat Map W1-6, Los Angeles, Orange, and South Los Angeles Basin, 
draft dated August 16, 2005 was reviewed online.  No oil or gas wells are 
located on the Property or adjacent properties. 
 
4.4.4 California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CDP), Office 

of State Fire Marshall (OSFM), Pipeline Safety Division 
 

According to OSFM, no pipelines jurisdictional to the OSFM are within the 
Property vicinity. 
 
4.4.5 South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) 

 
According to a search of the SCAQMD online FINDS database, no 
records were found for the Property. 

 
4.4.6 Orange County Health Care Agency (OCHCA) 
 
No information regarding the Property was on file with OCHCA. 

 
4.4.7 Orange County Sanitation District (OCSD) 

 
No information regarding the Property was on file with OCSD.   
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4.4.8 City of Santa Ana Fire Department (SAFD), Fire Prevention Bureau 
 

No information regarding the Property was on file with SAFD.   
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5.0 Property Reconnaissance 
 
 

5.1 Methodology  
 

On March 31, 2010 Converse visited the Property to evaluate present use and to 
identify observable environmental conditions at the Property.  Our methodology 
involved walking the perimeters of Property while noting observed evidence of 
present and potential environmental concerns.    
 
A field-generated map is provided in Appendix B.  Pertinent Property 
photographs are provided in Appendix C.  

 
 

5.2 Limiting Conditions 
 
Converse’s findings are based on the Property conditions observed on 
Wednesday, March 31, 2010.  The Property is surrounded by chain-link fencing. 
The Property reconnaissance was conducted from the adjoining public 
thoroughfares. 
 

 
5.3 Interior Observations of Property 
 
There are no structures on the Property; therefore, no interior observations were 
made. 

 
 
5.4 Exterior Observations of Property

5.5 Current Uses of Adjoining Properties

5.6 Current Uses of Surrounding Area 
 
Based on our research and observations during our Property visit, the 
surrounding area of the Property consists primarily of residential properties with 
commercial properties interspersed, and primarily along 4th Street (south of the 
Property). 
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8.0 Opinion 
 
 
The use of septic tank systems onsite is not considered a Recognized Environmental 
Condition (REC).  It appears that demolished properties also had sewer tank systems 
capped and approved by the City.  No further assessment regarding this issue appears 
to be warranted.   
 
The historic adjoining property to the northwest reported on the HAZNET database in 
the EDR report is not considered a Historic Recognized Environmental Condition 
(HREC) due to the type of listing.  No further assessment is warranted regarding this 
site. 
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9.0 Conclusions and Recommendations 
 
 
Converse has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in general 
conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-05 for 612, 614, 
622, and 626-628 East Santa Ana Boulevard, 604, 606, 614-618, 620 and 622 North 
Lacy Street, 601-603 East 6th Street, 709 and 711 East 6th Street, and 609 and 611 
North Minter Street in the City of Santa Ana, Orange County, California.  Any exceptions 
to or deletions from this practice are described in the Limitations and Exceptions of 
Assessment section of this report.  This assessment has revealed no evidence of 
recognized environmental conditions in connection with the Property.  
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11.0  Additional Non-Scope Services 
 
 
There are environmental issues outside the scope of the ASTM E1527-05 that can be 
assessed in connection with a commercial real estate transaction.  These are dealt with 
as non-scope considerations since they do not typically present a Superfund Liability.  
The specific level of inquiry (if any) is defined in the Proposal which contains a Scope of 
Work.  These non-scope services are very client specific and not covered by the ASTM 
standard.  They are frequently related to the business environmental risk which is 
defined in the standard as “risk which can have a material environmental or 
environmentally-driven impact on the business associated with the current or planned 
use of a parcel of commercial real estate…” 
 
No non-scope issues were addressed in this report.
